The March Kanata Skating Club 2008 Club Competition will be held on Sunday, March 30, 2008.  All events are scheduled, defined, and conducted in accordance with the general rules and regulations of Skate Canada.

DEADLINE FOR ENTRIES:  Sunday March 2, 2008
One entry form per skater should be used. The entry form must be filled in completely with all required information, including all events entered, partner(s) names, and Artistic title (if applicable). The correct fee MUST accompany the entry form. A birth certificate (for age qualification events) MUST accompany the entry form. Entry forms may be placed in the Competition Box in the Music Room or dropped off at 65 Beacon Way, Kanata.

TEST AND AGE QUALIFICATIONS:  Test and age qualifications shall apply as of February 1, 2008 unless otherwise stated.  Age restrictions apply in the Pre-Preliminary Singles, Mixed Dance and Ladies Interpretive.

PLEASE MAKE CHEQUES PAYABLE TO MARCH KANATA SKATING CLUB.

NOTE: An administration fee of $25 will be charged for cheques returned from the bank for any reason.  The full amount of the original cheque and the administration fee must be paid in cash prior to the skater being permitted to compete. 

REFUNDS AND WITHDRAWALS:   Entry fees will be refunded if the event is canceled; if the entry is withdrawn before the date of closing; or after closing with a doctor's certificate.  

ELIGIBILITY RULES:

· Skaters must comply with the qualifications for the event they are entering.

· Each partner of a dance or pair team must meet the test qualifications.

WHEREVER ELIGIBILITY FOR AN EVENT IS SPECIFIED IN TERMS OF A TEST, IT SHALL MEAN THE COMPLETE TEST.

START OF AN EVENT:  A competition shall be held if there are at least two entries.  If there is only one entry in an event, an exhibition may be allowed during the day.  Judging or evaluation will not take place for an exhibition.

DRAWS:  The draws will be made at the same time and under the same conditions as the Draw for Starting Order, Rule H 1.1.

REGISTRATION:  All competitors must register with the Dressing Room Supervisor at the Mlacak Arena no later than one (1) hour prior to the scheduled skating of their event.  It is the responsibility of the skater to have his/her music in the music room one hour prior to his/her event.

ACCIDENTS:  Skate Canada Rule 7000B (1.11) will apply.  "The Association and the clubs or organizers of any competition undertake no responsibility for damages or injuries suffered by the skaters.  As a condition of and in consideration of their entries therein, all competitors and their parents, or guardians, shall be deemed to agree to assume all risks of injury to the competitor's person and property resulting from, caused by or connected with the conduct and management of the competition and to release any and all claims which they may have against the officials, the Association and the clubs or organizers holding the competition and against their officer, and their entries shall only be accepted on this condition."

RESULTS:  Complete results for all events, except Introductory Freeskate, Pre-Preliminary Free Skate and CanSkate/CanTest Events will be posted in the lobby of the Mlacak Centre as they become available upon the completion of the event.  For Introductory Free Skate, Pre-Preliminary Free Skate, and CanSkate/CanTest events, only 1st to 4th place results will be posted.

The Well Balanced Program criteria (criteria available on the Skate Canada-Eastern Ontario website (www.skate-eos.on.ca) will be enforced at this competition.  

AWARDS:

· Medals will be presented for first to third place, and a ribbon for fourth place in an event or for each flight of an event.

· All skaters in Pre-Preliminary Free Skate Events, Introductory Free Skate and CanSkate/CanTest Events will receive a Participant's ribbon on completion of their performance.

SKATERS MUST BE IN SKATING ATTIRE & SKATES FOR THE PRESENTATIONS.  PRESENTATION TIMES WILL BE POSTED ON THE DAY OF THE COMPETITION.

VIDEO EQUIPMENT AND CAMERAS:  Spectators are free to videotape performances (from the bleachers) as long as they do not block the view of others.  FLASH CAMERAS MUST NOT BE USED DURING PERFORMANCES, as this may endanger the skaters.
FREE SKATE EVENTS

TEST AND AGE QUALIFICATIONS AS OF February 1, 2008 UNLESS OTHERWISE STATED

CANSKATE/CANTEST EVENT:

1. Skaters must be in the CanSkate Program.

2. Must not have passed any Skate Canada test.

3. Skaters will perform a 1 minute solo which includes the following 5 elements in any order they wish.
*  Backward Crosscuts *  Edge Jump *Toe Jump *Spin *Field Movement
INTRODUCTORY EVENT

1. Must not have passed any complete Skate Canada tests

2. Event consists of a Free Skating Program of 1.5 minutes set to music.

PRE-PRELIMINARY EVENT: Must not have passed the complete Preliminary Free Skating Test. Event consists of a Free Skating Program of 1.5 minutes to music.
Event #1:  No jumps of more than one revolution.  No Axels.

1. Pre-Preliminary "A" - 8 years and under

2. Pre-Preliminary "B" - 9 years and older

Event #2:  No Restrictions.

1. Pre-Preliminary "A" - 8 years and under

2. Pre-Preliminary "B" - 9 years and older

PRELIMINARY  EVENT:

1. Must have passed the complete Preliminary Free Skating test but no higher complete Free Skate Test.
2. Event consists of a Free Skating Program of 1.5-2.0 minutes set to music.

JUNIOR BRONZE EVENT:

1. Must have passed the complete Junior Bronze Free Skating test but no complete higher Free Skate test.

2. Event consists of a Free Skating Program of 2.0-2.5 minutes set to music.

SENIOR BRONZE EVENT:

1. Must have passed the complete Senior Bronze Free Skating test but no complete higher Free Skate test.  

2. Event consists of a Free Skating Program of 2.5-3.0 minutes set to music.

JUNIOR SILVER EVENT:

1. Must have passed the complete Junior Silver Free Skating test but no complete higher Free Skate test.  
2. Event consists of a Free Skating Program of 3.0-3.5 minutes set to music.
SENIOR SILVER EVENT:

1. Must have passed the complete Senior Silver Free Skating test but no complete higher Free Skate test.    

2. Event consists of a Free Skating Program 3.5-4.0 minutes set to music.

INDIVIDUAL ELEMENTS EVENT
PRE-PRELIMINARY ELEMENTS EVENT(1/2 ice)

1. Competitors must NOT have passed the complete Preliminary Freeskate Test.

2. Must be no longer than one (1) minute.

3. Compulsory Elements include:

· Salchow

· Toe loop/toe loop

· One foot spin (forward)

· Forward Spiral on a curve

· Sit spin
PRELIMINARY ELEMENTS EVENT (1/2 ice)

1. Competitors must HAVE passed the complete Preliminary Freeskate Test but no higher complete test.

2. Must be no longer than one (1) minute.

3. Compulsory Elements include:

· Lutz jump
· Loop/loop combination
· Sit Spin (min. 2 rotations)
· Camel spin / sit spin combination
· Spiral (forward) any variation
JUNIOR BRONZE ELEMENTS EVENT (full ice)

1. Competitors must HAVE passed the complete Junior Bronze Freeskate Test but no higher complete test.

2. Must be no longer than one (1) minute.

3. Compulsory Elements include:

· Combination Jump (one single plus any other single or double)
· Flying camel
· Axel jump
· Backward Spiral

· Camel/Sit change sit
SENIOR BRONZE ELEMENTS EVENT (full ice)

1. Competitors must HAVE passed the complete Senior Bronze Freeskate Test but no higher complete test.

2. Must be no longer than one (1) minute.

3. Compulsory Elements include:

· Axel

· Double salchow

· Flying camel

· Camel Layback Backsit Spin
· Ina Baur (inside or outside)

JUNIOR SILVER ELEMENTS EVENT(full ice)
1. Competitors must HAVE passed the complete Junior Silver Freeskate Test but no higher complete test.

2. Must be no longer than 1.5 minutes.

3. Compulsory Elements include:

· Double loop

· Axel/double toe

· Layback

· Flying camel/backsit
· Any two connecting field moves
SENIOR SILVER ELEMENTS EVENT

1. Competitors must HAVE passed the complete Senior Silver Freeskate Test but no higher complete test.

2. Must be no longer than 1.5 minutes.

3. Compulsory Elements include:

· Double Flip

· Double salchow/double loop

· Flying camel/back sit

· Camel/change camel

· Spiral sequence (serpentine or circle)

MIXED DANCE EVENTS

PLEASE NOTE: ALL DANCE EVENTS WILL BE SKATED TO SKATE CANADA DANCE RECORDS SERIES 8.
BOTH partners must satisfy all eligibility requirements.  The pair should be two skaters, one does the girl’s step and one does the boy’s steps.
PRE-JUVENILE COMPULSORY DANCE EVENT  

      1.  Competitors must NOT have passed a higher complete test than the Preliminary        Dance Test.

2. Dance to be skated:  Canasta Tango

OPEN MIXED COMPULSORY DANCE EVENT  

1. No restrictions
2. Dance to be skated: Ten Step

SHADOW DANCE EVENTS

· A Shadow dance team shall consist of two skaters performing each compulsory dance while shadowing each other.

· There shall be no contact between partners.

PRE-PRELIMINARY SHADOW DANCE

· Neither partner to have passed any part of the Junior Bronze Dance Test. 

· Music:  Canasta
PRELIMINARY SHADOW DANCE

· Neither partner to have passed any part of the Senior Bronze Dance Test. 

· Music:  Swing
JUNIOR BRONZE SHADOW DANCE

· Neither partner to have passed any part of the Junior Silver Dance Test. 

· Music:  Ten Fox
SENIOR BRONZE SHADOW 
· Neither partner to have passed any part of the Senior Silver Dance Test. 

· Music:  Harris
JUNIOR SILVER SHADOW DANCE

· Neither partner to have passed any part of the Gold Dance Test. 

· Music:  Paso
OPEN SHADOW DANCE

· No restrictions

· Music:  Quickstep

FAMILY SHADOW DANCE

· Skaters must be related to each other though not necessarily immediate family and both skaters do not have to be figure skaters.  

· Both skaters must NOT have passed the complete Senior Bronze Dance Test

· Music:  Canasta
SIMILAR  PAIRS EVENTS
The pair should be two skaters.  Skaters may choose their own music - instrumental or vocal.  Skaters are allowed to touch but ARE NOT ALLOWED to have lifts or throws for this event.  Program should contain freeskating elements.  Judges will be looking for unison, timing, difficulty of moves, close position of partners, footwork, flow, and ice usage.  

PRE-PRELIMINARY SIMILAR PAIRS

· No partner to have passed the complete Preliminary Free Skating test.  

· Time limit of one (1) minute set to music.

PRELIMINARY SIMILAR PAIRS

· No partner to have passed the complete Junior Bronze Free Skating test.  

· Time limit of one and one half (1.5) minutes set to music.

JUNIOR BRONZE SIMILAR PAIRS

· No partner to have passed the complete Senior Bronze Free Skating test or any Competitive Freeskate Test. 

· Time limit of two (2.0) minutes set to music.
SENIOR BRONZE SIMILAR PAIRS

· One partner not to have passed any Competitive Freeskate Test or the complete Junior Silver Free Skate Test  

· Time limit two (2.0) minutes set to music.
OPEN SIMILAR PAIRS

· No restrictions.  

· Time limit of two (2) minutes.
INTERPRETIVE EVENTS
Stationary props are NOT permitted on the ice.  Vocals are permitted.
Program length: 2.0 to 3.0 minutes.
PRE-INTRODUCTORY:  Competitors must NOT have passed their Introductory interpretive test.
INTRODUCTORY:  Competitors must have passed their Introductory interpretive test.

BRONZE:  Competitors must have passed their Bronze interpretive test.

SILVER:  Competitors must have passed their Silver interpretive test.

GOLD:  Competitors must have passed their Silver interpretive test.

IMPROVISATION EVENTS

 For this event, music will be unknown to all skaters until the time of their event.  At this time, the music will be played for them twice (2) in the dressing room and twice (2) on the ice during warm-up.  There may at no time be consultation with, or coaching from, professionals, parents, or any other person present, during this event.  Skaters will leave the ice (to a dressing room), and will be called one at a time to skate 
to the music.  Judging will be done by individuals who may or may not connected with figure skating and will be based on the interpretation of the music, artistic expression, timing, etc. and not the difficulty of moves executed.  Each event in the interpretive category has a particular theme."

THEMES OF PROGRAMS ARE LISTED BELOW.

All improvisational events will be approximately one (1.0) minute in length.

IMPROV " A "    Theme: TBA


Skaters must be 9 years and under.

IMPROV " B "    Theme: TBA

Skaters must be between 10 - 12 years.

Skaters must be 13 years and over

IMPROV TEAM   Theme: TBA

Team of 3 or 4 skaters (any age), may be male or female.
TEAM COMPETITION EVENTS

TEAM ELEMENTS COMPETITION - This event consists of teams of skaters, representing different levels of skating. The aim of this event is not for individual excellence, but for excellence as a team.  There will be one (1) group of elements chosen from the three (3) groups. Both elements will be connected.  If the club is unable to fill vacancies on teams with qualified members, skaters of lesser qualification may be substituted.  Depending on numbers, this event may be broken up into two flights.  The makeup of the teams is as follows:
