Guest Skating Policies
Here is the procedure if you would like to guest skate on a session for which you’re not registered on a regular basis:
1. There will be a reservation system in place with the STARSkate Registrar through email. You must give notice at least 72 hours, up to 7 days prior to the session on which you want to skate and that you are qualified to skate. This will guaranty a spot for you if available, therefore it will be reserved until the end of the session (you will receive a response by email). The 72 hours will give time to the registrar to prepare an attendance sheet to be included in the guest skating book to be used by the music player to verify if any extra skaters had in deed reserved in advance. 
2. Each guest skater must inform the music player of his/her presence and then make their payment as before. 

3. We strongly recommend for the skater to pick a session for which he/she is qualified. Special circumstances can arise, and then your coach will have to submit a request to the admissions committee, at least 72 hours in advance. 
4. Please note that you will be responsible to pay for the session you reserved even if the skater does not attend, unless you have informed the registrar at least 24 hrs prior to the session. In making a reservation, you are secured a spot, therefore someone else is being turned down. It also means that if you are late, you will be guarantied a place, it will not be given to someone else. If a 24 hour notice is given, then the registrar can contact someone else.

5.  Please note that a $50 fine will be charged for coaches who do not respect these                  guest skating rules.
We hope that instating this procedure will insure a fair chance to everyone. It will also eliminate having over crowded sessions.

Also note that any sessions that have already reached their maximum, after the registration, will be closed to guest skating without any exceptions.
