Eastern Ontario Section of Skate Canada Hosted Competitions
Canadian Sectionals Eastern Ontario Championships (Sectionals) - For competitive skaters

At Sectionals, skaters may have to skate in a flight and then possibly a semi final and a final within a three day
period. Skaters who place at Sectionals go on to compete in Divisionals; if they place at Divisionals, they go

on to Canadians.

Eastern Ontario Section Winter Invitational — Open to test and competitive skaters.

Eastern Ontario Section Invitational Competition (EOSIC) — Open to test skaters and competitive skaters who
did not compete in Sectionals.
